The seminar is a part of the Corporate
Communication Department’s drive
towards educating the future generations
about the menace of Unaccounted-for-Gas
(UFG) and measures they can take in their
own capacities to curb it.

In his keynote address, Amin Rajput, AMD

SSGC, MUET holds a vital seminar on gas line losses

said that UFG is a phenomenon that all the
stakeholders including the general
consumers of natural gas have to wage a
decisive war against since it affects the
Company’s bottom-line and ultimately its
propensity to serve its customers better.

Defining UFG as the difference between
total gas purchased and total gas sold to
customers, Mr. Rajput stressed that this
phenomenon is a major threat for the
Company since it takes away a large chunk
of profits away from the Company’s balance
sheet. He said that one of the contributory
factors for the rising tide of UFG are cases of
gas theft in SSGC's franchise areas of Sindh
and Balochistan.

The Acting MD said that as a responsible
citizen one must refrain from committing

gas theft more so since it is now a serious
crime by legislation. He said that to bring
habitual gas theft offenders to book, an
SSGC-backed dedicated Police Station has
been created which is quite active in

conducting raids with the Company’s
Customer Relations Department (CRD) and
Surveillance and Monitoring Department
(S&M) against gas theft miscreants. Mr.
Rajput said that the university students and
faculty members must pass on the message
conveyed to them about the menace of
UFG including gas theft to their colleagues,
friends, family and neighborhood so that
each stakeholder can play a constructive
role in clamping down on UFG and
discouraging gas theft as well as meter
tampering. Q@

Acting SGM
(Distribution-South) dilated on some of the
factors that contribute to UFG. He cited that
while gas theft is a major factor, overhead

and underground leakages,  and
measurement errors, also result in
increasing volumes of UFG. He said that
the Company is totally focused towards
reducing UFG by taking steps such as
rectifying underground and overhead line
leakages, conducting gas theft raids,
replacing defective meters and installing
cyber locks at industrial premises.

Shahbaz Islam, Head of Corporate

Communications earlier gave a very

interesting presentation on Personal
Branding and stressed that university
students aiming to develop themselves
career-wise and as well rounded
individuals, need to stand out by applying
this concept of self-packaging in their
everyday lives.

Earlier, Professor M. A. Ugqaili, Vice
Chancellor, MUET and Dr. Farman Ali Shah,
Chairman Chemical Engineering
Department welcomed the guests and

task of laying 2.1 Km portion of the 340 kms
42" diameter gas pipeline at around 45
meters (148 feet) depth at the River Indus
through Horizontal Directional Drilling
(HDD) process. HDD of this magnitude has
been carried out for the first time in
Pakistan and is a unique project in itself.

This is a part of the mega RLNG-2 project
which SSGC is implementing by laying
down a 42" diameter x 337 Km pipeline
from SMS Pakland to MVA-Nara for
transporting 1.2 BCF RLNG with requisite
pressure of 1,115 psig at Sawan (Sindh).

This pipeline along the way has to cross
River Indus at Kotri Barrage besides several
other crossings like Rohri Canal, Naseer,

Canal.
However, the River Indus is the largest
crossing of this mega pipeline project and
one of the largest crossing through the
HDD process in the country.

HDD is a modern and ideal process for
speedy laying of pipeline on economic
grounds without impacting the
environment. HDD is a trenchless
technology which is performed without
disturbing the existing soil condition.

The contract of HDD project at River Indus
was awarded to China Petroleum Pipeline
Bureau, one of the renowned international
pipeline construction company, through an

The owners of HC Steel were using illegally
obtained gas to fire two Iron melting
furnaces for producing steel products by
melting Steel scrap.

An estimated 168 MMCF volume of gas was
being stolen per annum by the Re-Rolling
Mill which in monetary terms amount to Rs.
120 million.

At the time of raid, the officials of FIA and
SSGC raiding teams witnessed blatant theft
of gas. Direct connection bypassing the
meter that was taken for the Mills office
kitchen was connected to a buried 4" dia. Gl
line which further fed into the Iron Melting
Furnaces through 1“ dia. Gl pipes operated

against illegal gas connections and gas
theft by conducting raids in various
localities of Karachi where the miscreants
were involved in taking gas directly from
supply main. According to an estimate,
about 817,789.42 MCF of gas was being

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Liquefied Natural Gas (LNG) reached

265 million tons (MT) in 2016 -
enough to supply power to around 500
million homes a year. This included an
increase in net LNG imports of 17 MT.

Many expected a strong increase in new
LNG supplies would outpace demand
growth during 2016. Instead, demand
growth kept pace with supply as greater
than expected demand in Asia and the
Middle East absorbed the increase in supply
from Australia, according to Shell’s first LNG
Outlook.

“Global LNG trade demonstrated its
flexibility time and again in 2016,
responding to shortfalls in national and
regional gas supply and to new emerging
demand,”  said Maarten  Wetselaar,

Integrated Gas and New Energies Director

at Shell.“The outlook for LNG demand is set
to grow at twice the rate of gas demand, at
4 to 5% a year between 2015 and 2030

China and India - which are set to continue
driving a rise in demand - were two of the
fastest growing buyers, increasing their
imports by a combined 11.9 MT of LNG in
2016. This boosted China’s LNG imports in
2016 to 27 MT and India’s to 20 MT.

Total global LNG demand increased
following the addition of six new importing
countries since 2015: Colombia, Egypt,
Jamaica, Jordan, Pakistan and Poland. They
brought the number of LNG importers to
35, up from around 10 at the start of this
century.

Egypt, Jordan and Pakistan were among the
fastest growing LNG importers in the world
in 2016. Due to local shortages in gas

supplies, they imported 13.9 MT of LNG in
total.

The bulk of growth in LNG exports in 2016
came from Australia, where exports
increased by 15 MT to a total of 44.3 MT. It
was also a significant year for the USA, after
2.9 MT of LNG was delivered from the
Sabine Pass terminal in Louisiana.

LNG prices are expected to continue to be
determined by multiple factors, including
oil prices, global LNG supply and demand
dynamics and the costs of new LNG
facilities. In addition, the growth of LNG
trade has evolved into helping meet
demand when domestic gas markets face
supply shortages. @
