Contining with a new normal
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SSGC launches Winter Safety 
Campaign in Quetta 



WINTER CAMPAIGN
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inter brings with itself that time of 
the year where it becomes 
necessary to be vigilant and take 

proactive measures to ensure ones safety. For 
the past couple of years, SSGC has made it a 
practice to launch winter safety campaign at 
the onset of the season by organizing a series 
of events in Quetta which like other cities and 
towns start experiencing cold weather from 
October every year. The objective is to 
educate its consumers regarding the proper 
use of gas �red appliances and the numerous 
precautions to be taken when handling 
them. 

Prior to this, the number of accidental deaths 
due to gas leakage or gas explosions had 
reached an alarming number and hence, 
SSGC decided to take proactive steps to 
ensure that such accidents do not occur in 
the future. During the launch ceremony, 
religious leaders from all over Quetta and 
Balochistan are invited to attend an 
awareness session outlining the various uses 
of gas �red appliances along with elements 
to look out for. In addition, a special session is 
also held for the media fraternity so that they 
can further spread the message of the 
campaign to SSGC's consumers targeting a 
wider audience. 

Temperature drops to very low degrees 
during winter in the colder regions of Sindh 
and Balochistan, making the use of heaters 
and geysers a necessity. It must be 
understood that proper use of these gas �red 
appliances can not only keep a family warm 
but also prevents accidents. As the land 
freezes over, natural gas reserves deep within 
the earth start depleting and thus the 
pressure received varies from time to time. 
When this pressure is a�ected, there is a 
chance of gas leakage from heaters.

How might that happen, you may ask. It is 
simple, when the heaters and geysers are set 
at certain temperatures, then they require a 
speci�c supply of gas, if the pressure is 
a�ected then at times the heater or geyser 
may remain switched on without any gas. If 
that happens it is very important to switch o� 
these appliances immediately, because when 
the pressure resumes then the chances of gas 
leakage are high, as the working mechanism 
of both these gas �red appliances is o� 
whereas the device, itself is on. 

When natural gas collects in enclosed space 
with little to no ventilation, the oxygen levels 
within that space starts depleting faster, until 
there is no oxygen left, thus, resulting in 

su�ocation. Many accidental deaths have 
occurred due to negligence and mishandling 
of heaters, therefore, it is advised to either 
switch o� the heater before sleeping, or in 
areas with extreme winter condition, to keep 
the windows slightly ajar to let the air �ow in, 
so that the oxygen levels can be maintained.
On the other hand, experts advise to keep the 
geyser temperatures at medium so that the 
gas doesn’t get wasted. 

These are some of the main elements that 
were discussed during the launch of the 
winter safety campaign this year. By 
educating the  consumers, the number of 
accidental deaths due to gas �red appliances 
have signi�cantly reduced. 

This year,  the campaign was attended by    
Imran Farookhi, DMD (CS),  Madni Siddiqui, 
GM (Balochistan Region) Corporate 
Communication Department’s GM and 
o�cial spokesperson Shahbaz Islam, Safdar 
Hussain Kalahoro – Deputy Manager, Media

Manager, Digital Media. The  winter safety 
campaign kicked o� during the �rst week of 
October with a full �edged campaign in the 
social media platforms.

ecently, SSCGTO Operation Wing 
Quetta, under Engineer Anwar 
Nasir, carried out a raid in Chiltan 

Hazar Ganji Road area. The team found 
accused Raheem  and Alim involved in gas 
theft using directly (1.11 PSIG) to run two 
bread Ovens separately from the Distribution 
pipelines. FIRs have been Lodged in the 
concerned Police Station and claims will also 
be raised.

SSGC continued with its Operation Grift 
campaign against gas theft by raiding a 
house in Quetta in which the owner was 
involved in blatant use of gas. The Quetta 
team of Security Services and Counter Gas 
Theft Operations (SS and CGTO) Quetta led 
by Lt Col Tahir Shah (R)  discovered during the 
raid that Muhammad Jan was involved in 

using gas directly from the distribution line 
for the purpose of running a makeshift CNG 
Filling Station.

It was found that the miscreant had installed 
four compressors illegally to run a CNG 
concern through direct SSGC line. The 
o�ender was arrested on the spot. The team 
con�scated the compressors, vehicles and 
other paraphernalia involved in running an 
illegal business and handed them over to 
Police Station in the jurisdiction. FIR has been 
lodged against the miscreant.

Interior Sindh
On the 5th of October, the Honorable Gas 
Utility Court Hyderabad’s Judge Mr. Syed 
Sharaf Uddin announced judgement under 
section 15 and 17 of Gas Theft Control and 

Recovery Act 2016 in FIR No. 40/2019 of 
direct use of gas in a Hotel; wherein sentence 
of 5 years imprisonment and Rs. 1 lac �ne was 
imposed on accused Nizamudin. In case of 
default of payment of �ne the culprit will 
have to face four months additional 
imprisonment.  Muhammad Asif Rajput, 
Deputy Manager, Prosecutor SS&CGTO, SSGC 
contested the case.

On October 20th on the Honourable Judge of  
Gas Utility Court, Larkana rejected 
application under section 265-K CrPc for 
acquittal of  accused Irfan Ali Abro. The 
accused was booked in a case of direct  use of 
gas for running on ice factory in Allahabad,  
Larkana.

ishin, Balochistan:  After attending a 
wedding in Quetta, Asad Khan and 
his family returned home late at 

night.  Exhausted after a one-and-a-half-hour 
journey by road, Khan and his family started 
preparing for bed to be up next morning for 
work.  Before tucking into the bed on yet 
another cold night, Khan closed the bed 
room window and turned on the gas heater. 
Within minutes, the entire family was sound 
asleep.  Who would have thought what 
would happen next.  Tragedy had befallen 
the Khan family.  The room heater had turned 
o� automatically, gas had accumulated in the 
room and Asad and his family died of 
su�ocation. 

It did not take long for Asad and his family to 
become breaking news, for all the tragic 
reasons. TV channels’ DSNG vans and hordes 
of press photographers had swarmed his 
house as the ambulances took away the dead 
for post-mortem.  A little negligence had 
resulted in a big calamity. Had Asad kept a 
window slightly open, he and his family 
would have survived. Asad and his family’s 
tragic end is not an isolated saga.  Every 
winter, deaths and injuries from callous use of 
gas-�red appliances are common place in 
those regions in Pakistan that experience 
bitterly cold winters.  A wide seasonal 
variation in demand for natural gas between 
the summer and winter months is witnessed 
in cold areas due to space heating and hot 
water requirements. 

For instance, demand for natural gas in 
Quetta multiplies four times more in the 
winter than in the summer. On average, 
Balochistan consumes 25 to 35 mmcfd gas in 
summers that shoots to 130-150 mmcfd in 
winters. A similar situation arises in Punjab 
and Khyber Pakhtunkhwa. Since almost all 
this increase in demand is generated from 
the domestic sector, gas is curtailed from the 

industrial, CNG and power sectors to service 
the residential areas, in accordance with the 
Government’s gas load management plan.

In Balochistan, gas-�red appliances run 
through most part of the during bitterly cold 
winters and a common man’s bill may shoot 
up by Rs. 30,000 to Rs. 35,000.  Unable to pay 
such an exorbitant bill, consumers start 
tampering with gas meters on mass scale or 
stealing gas by puncturing the Company’s 
supply lines to meet their space heating 
needs.   Because of this phenomena, 
Unaccounted-for-Gas or line losses jump 
manifolds, putting gas utilities’ �nancial 
bottom-line under severe pressure.

Safety Awareness Campaigns 
To sensitize the consumers better, SSGC, for 
instance runs its Winter Safety Awareness 
Campaign by chalking out a carefully 
targeted print, electronic and digital media 
plan, thus ensuring maximum coverage. 
Since SSGC’s franchise areas are Sindh and 
Balochistan, widely read and watched 
national and regional newspapers and TV 
channels are aimed at. Timing is all 
important. For instance, running winter 
campaigns before the advent of say, peak 
winter season is important since in colder 
areas, chilly weather begins much earlier 
than in warmer regions. The Company 
reinforces its mass media campaigns by 
formally launching the Campaign in Quetta 
from October every year and continues with 
it till February of the following year, a period 
that witnesses inclement weather conditions 
in Balochistan and in many parts of Sindh.   

Mass media advertising campaign targeting 
local newspapers and television channels go 
hand in hand with exclusive sessions with 
opinion leaders such as local clerics and 
media based in Balochistan. 
 

Support of ulemas and media is elicited so 
that they can play their respective roles in 
controlling gas theft as well as advice their 
audience about safe use of gas-�red 
appliances to ensure that lives are not lost 
due to callous usage.  

Members of the media fraternity are invited 
to apprise them of gas supply issues 
emerging from bitterly cold weather 
conditions while also reiterating the need for 
taking a collective stand to control and report 
gas theft and leakages. Besides many useful 
pointers, the Company focuses on the fact 
that careful use of geysers and thermostats 
setting on warm in winter will also save a 
substantial amount on one’s gas bill. The 
Company reinforces its communique by 
branding its Customer Relations Department 
vans with winter awareness messages. These 
vans ply around di�erent localities in towns 
and cities, catering to customer complaints.  

The impact of the Awareness Campaign has 
been quite positive since the number of 
deaths and injuries resulting from negligence 
in the use of gas-�red appliances have fallen 
drastically in Balochistan and other areas 
during the last few years. For instance, back in 
2013, deaths from careless use of gas 
appliances caused 21 deaths and 50 injuries.  
In subsequent years, casualty �gures had 
trickled down to single �gures.

A wise man once said, ‘We never know the 
worth of water till the well is dry.’ Back when 
we were consuming gas with no fear ever of 
running out of it, we did not foresee a future 
when demand for gas will outstrip supply by 
miles. We can all reverse the situation if we do 
our bit to conserve gas and use it wisely for 
our own safety. It is a tough call but a 
collective e�ort will ensure a win-win 
situation for all concerned.

Initial testing suggests the reservoir can 

produce two million cubic feet of gas per day.

O�cials also discovered an oil reserve in the 
district with a capacity of producing 18 
barrels per day. 

The OGDCL described the discovery as a 
major achievement.

Russia, Pakistan initiate crucial talks on NSGPP

Covid-19 impact delays LNG project

oth Russia and Pakistan initiated 
three days crucial talks in Islamabad 
on the North South Gas Pipeline 

Project (NSGPP) that has already been 
delayed by �ve years. 

The countries want to make this project a 
touchstone for paving more strategic 
relationships not only in economic, energy 
and industrial sectors but also in the defence 

sector. Russian troops are already in Pakistan 
for joint exercises. In the past, Russia helped 
Pakistan build Pakistan Steel Mills (PSM), and 
country’s �agship organisation in the oil and 
gas sector –OGDCL. 

This time, both the countries are extending 
the required emphasis to �nalise all 
prerequisites prior to embarking upon the 
work on approximately $2.25 billion project 

in an amicable manner.

The Russian technical team headed by DL 
Kapnik, Special Representative of the Russian 
Ministry of Energy for Project 
Implementation held talks with Ms. Saira 
Najeeb, Managing Director of Inter State Gas 
Company (ISGS) as Pakistan’s representative.

everal companies in the Asia-Paci�c 
(APAC) region have realigned their 
capital spending during 2020 due to 

the Covid-19 impact, leading to delays in 
some pipeline and lique�ed natural gas (LNG) 
projects in the region, says a report.  
Additionally, reduced LNG imports from 
some of the key consumers such as Japan, 
China and India have further dented the 
growth of the midstream sector in the region, 

says GlobalData, a leading data and analytics 
company.  
 
Haseeb Ahmed, Oil and Gas Analyst at 
GlobalData, comments: “The rising ambiguity 
around the current economic scenario is 
deterring the prospective investors. One of 
the go-to strategies for several LNG operators 
has been downsizing the overall capital 
expenditure (capex) for 2020.”

Major pipeline and LNG operators have 
reported that their year-on-year �nancial 
performances have been hit in 2020. 
Consequently, midstream operators such as 
Royal Dutch Shell, Total SE and BP have 
reduced their capex by more than 20% to 
ensure steady cash �ows.
