Statements of the Company for the year ended June 30, 
2024, together with the Directors’ and Auditors’ Report.

Chairperson, SSGC through a video link.

Directors on the Board of SSGC, Amin Rajput, AMD, 
SSGC, and divisional and departmental heads participated 
in the meeting. Shareholders discussed many facets of the 
Report and the Company’s financial and operational 
performance during the fiscal year with the Directors and 
the management.
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Annual Report 2023-24 
published amidst impressive 
financial numbers
SSGC's Annual Report for FY 2023-24 was published in May 2025, featuring 
impressive financial numbers, with the the Company returning to profitability after 
a hiatus of several years.

The Report was designed by the Company's Corporate Communication 
Department. The Report was aptly entitled 'Accelarating to new Heights' and the 
ignomi in the cover and inside pages was the dominating theme, reflecting 
SSGC's rejuvenation.

The Corporate Communication Department took the lead in the compilation of 
departmental inputs and Directors' Report.  On the other hand, the Finance 
Department a key role in compiling consolidated and unconsolidated accounts 
along with proving statistical information and a general financial information. The 
Company's Board Secretatiat worked efficiently to develop Directors' Report 
under the guidance of Chairperson Dr. Shamshad Akhtar and the senior 
management.

SSGC management attends ICAP Workshop on SoE 
Act and Policy

SSGC management and executives led by AMD Amin Rajput attended ICAP Workshop on June 24, 2025 on 
State-owned enterprises (SOE) Act and Policy.
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OGRA holds public hearing on petition filed  by SSGC

Oil and Gas Regulatory Authority (OGRA) held a public hearing on a petition filed by SSGC for determination of its 
Estimated Revenue Requirement / Prescribed Prices for FY 2025-26. Masroor Khan, Chairman, OGRA presided over 
the meeting. He was accompanied by Member Finance, M. Naeem Ghouri and Member Oil, Zain-ul-Abideen Qureshi.

The SSGC management, led by Amin Rajput, AMD, presented a case before OGRA as a petitioner on the basis of the 
projected average prescribed price at Rs. 4,137.49 per mmbtu for FY 2025-26, in natural gas business. Intervenors, 
representing trade bodies and industrial sectors also presented their rationale before the OGRA management.
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Federal Minister for Petroleum shares PM’s vision for  
holistic energy policy

Ali Pervaiz Malik, Federal Minister for Petroleum (Energy 
Division) undertook his first official visit to SSGC Head 
Office on May 30, 2025. The Federal Minister met with 
AMD, SSGC Amin Rajput along with the senior 
management of the Company. He was accompanied by 
Zafar Abbas, Additional Secretary (Policy), Petroleum 
Division. The Minister was given a comprehensive briefing 
on the overall structure of the organization, customer’s 
complain redressal mechanism, the Company’s 
challenges especially in light of widening gas 
demand-supply scenario, steps taken to mitigate these 
challenges and massive rehabilitation of SSGC’s pipeline 
infrastructure, currently underway in the franchise areas.

Earlier, while addressing a media gathering, the Minister 
shared the vision of Prime Minister Mian Muhammad 
Shehbaz Sharif that is based on adopting a holistic energy 
policy. During the media meet, the Minister explained in 
detail the overall energy scenario in the backdrop of 
economic factors. He said that the energy sector is like 
oxygen to the economy and the Government is taking 
initiatives to keep the supply and tariffs in line with the 
international market. Early signs of recovery in key sectors 
have started showing up, but we still need to maintain the 

same momentum and stability while moving forward, Mr. 
Malik stressed. He said that Prime Minister has clearly 
instructed for making decisions in line with the country’s 
interest. Minister Petroleum said that issues related to 
downstream and upstream sectors are being worked on by 
the PM and the Ministry. He also said that government is 
taking all steps to put a stop on circular debt in the energy 
sector. With regards to the circular debt in gas sector he 
said that there are two main issues, one to break the flow 
for stopping it increasing any further and secondly to 
improve recoveries and reduce expenditures. 

Amin Rajput, AMD, SSGC also replied to a few queries 
raised by the journalists.  He informed the media persons 
that 48 hours is the response time to resolve the 
customers’ complaints except where road cuttings 
permission is required. Mr. Rajput informed the 
mediapersons that SSGC’s massive pipeline network 
spans over 55,000 kms out of which a substantial segment 
has aged out and causing operational issues. He said that 
unlike 150 kms annual rehabilitation of pipeline network 
carried out in the past, the Company has vigorously 
enhanced it to 2,500 kms every year, which has helped to 
improve gas pressures, supplies and line losses.

During the media meet, the Federal Minister explained in detail the overall energy scenario  
in the backdrop of economic factors.

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FCT-M7500 prover unveiled at a grand launch in GM & CF

SSGC has incorporated Pakistan’s largest capacity prover 
for Industrial Gas Meters (Rotary & Turbine) at Gas 
Metering and Calibration Facility (GM&CF), Karachi 
Terminal. 

GM&CF setups, across SSGC’s franchise areas, are 
engaged in testing and inspection of gas meters. Since 
their establishment, these facilities have adopted latest 
technological solutions.  GM&CF at Karachi Terminal has  
now become the country’s largest gas meter 
state-of-the-art calibration facility, having minimal possible 
human interference, ensuring transparency and integrity of 
the testing operation. 

The FCT M7500 prover, with flow capacity of 250,000 cft/hr 
(c.a. 7000 m3/hr), has been specifically designed by 
Flocaltec of The Netherlands, considering the operational 
requirements of SSGC. This prover is designed in 
compliance with American Gas Association Standards 
(AGA) and calibration traceability with ISO/IEC 
17025:2017 through VSL. The calibration rig was 
commissioned on May 07, 2025 under the leadership of 
Arshad Ahmed Qazi, A/DGM–I/c GM&CF–KT, in 
collaboration with commissioning engineers from Flocaltec 
including Tim Kruese, CEO and Robin Nijenhuis, Engineer. 

GM&CF Engineering Team comprising of Muhammad 
Zaki, Qabool Ahmad, Muhammad Zeeshan and  Kashif 
Azhar through their dedicated efforts and technical 
acumen have created an engineering work of art. 

GM/I-C HSE&QA, Shahbaz Islam formally hosted the 
inauguration event of FCT M7500 on May 14, 2025, which 
was graced by the SSGC management and departmental 
heads. Amin Rajput, AMD, SSGC performed the ribbon 
cutting ceremony and officially announced integration of 
this prover into the fleet. DMD Operations Saeed Rizvi, 
SGM, US/BN Madni Sididiqui, SGM Transmission  
Jamshed Nisar, SGM (HR & MS) Syed Asghar Ali Shah, 
SGM (UFG) Adil Aziz Khan, and ASGM (SBU Lower 
Sindh-Central Region) Adnan Rehman, witnessed the 
operation of FCT M7500 Prover.

Masud for his inspiring talk and encouraged employees to 
read the book to explore its profound life lessons. He also 
appreciated the presence of Mr. Masud’s colleagues and 
senior banking officials and commended the CCD team, 
led by GGM Corporate Communications Mr. Shahid 
Shaikh, for successfully launching Pinnacle-Talks.

Soap Test: Make a solution of soap and water and apply to all gas pipes in your 
premises. In case of leakage the soap solution will produce bubbles at point of 
leakage.

Caution: Do not check by using matches as this can be highly dangerous!

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Artificial Intelligence poised
to become a cornerstone 
of public sector operations

Artificial intelligence (AI) is no longer a futuristic concept. In 
2025, it's poised to become a cornerstone of public sector 
operations, transforming how agencies make decisions 
and serve constituents.

In 1996, a 13-year-old schoolboy stood 
nervously on stage at Aga Khan School, 
Karachi, attempting his first extempore 
speech in Urdu. His legs trembled, his 
mind went blank, and he walked off in 
tears, vowing never to speak in public 
again. That boy was Shakil.

Life, however, had other plans. By 2018, 
Shakeel had become a professional 
accountant and was attending a CFO 
conference hosted by the Institute of 
Chartered Accountants of Pakistan. 
There, he witnessed the 2015 World 
Champion of Public Speaking, 
Mohammad Al Qahtani, deliver his 
legendary speech “The Power of Words.” 
It reignited a dream that Shakeel had 
buried years ago, to become a public 
speaker.

He attended a few Toastmasters meetings 
but could not commit due to work 
pressures. Yet, the spark remained. In 
May 2023, Shakeel finally returned to 
Toastmasters and won Best Table Topics 
Speaker at his very first meeting. That 
evening, he joined the club, saw him 
embarking on a journey of personal 
growth and transformation. 

Professionally, Shakil’s career has been 
marked by leadership and excellence. 
From his early days at Siemens Pakistan, 
he rose to lead billion-rupee infrastructure 
and ERP projects. At SSGC, he played a 
key role in migrating accounting standards 

from IFRIC-18 to IFRS-15, reconciling a 
decade of financial data across the 
company.

Shakil completed his Professional 
Accountancy from ICMAP in 2011 and 
earned his Chartered Global Management 
Accountant (CGMA) qualification from 
CIMA UK in 2024. His research work has 
been widely recognized, with 10 published 
articles and a Best Author Award from 
ICMAP.

THE RECIPE: EXTRA HEALTHY GREEN TEA
INGREDIENTS 
 3 cups filtered water.    2 tea-spoons of open green tea leaves.
 1 small 25 grams ginger root, peeled and thinly sliced.
 1 Lemon (de-skinned, de-seeded and diced), half in slices for garnish.
 Mint leaves (as required).     2 tablespoons honey.
BREWING METHOD
 Take Lemon and remove skin and seeds, and chop into small pieces.
 Take Ginger, wash and clean, then remove skin, and chop into small, thin slices.
 Take a few leaves of mint, wash & clean.   Add 2 tea-spoons of green tea leaves.   Mix and add into infuser.
 Warm the filtered water (750ml) to 80 degrees centigrade.
 Keep warm at 80 degrees centigrade, and add two table-spoons of honey into the water, and stir till homogenous.
 Leave to infuse with lemon, garlic and mint for 5 minutes, keeping temperature constant at 80 degrees centigrade.
 Garnish the small cups with lemon slices and mint leaves.   Pour Green-Tea into cups, and enjoy. 
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
