SGC’s 62nd Annual General Meeting

was held on June 30, 2017 at the

Pearl Continental Hotel Karachi,
during which the financial statements for
the fiscal year 2015-16 were presented
along with the Directors’ and Auditors’
reports.

The meeting, attended by a large number
of SSGC's shareholders, was chaired by
Director Sardar Rizwan Kehar, a senior
member of SSGC's Board of Directors. Other
Directors who represented the Company
included Nawabzada Riaz Nosherwani,

Abdul Ghufran and Qazi Mohammad
Saleem Siddiqui. The attendees indulged in
an insightful discussion on the reports,
which was carried on until the point of
thorough satisfaction for all parties.

The SSGC's management team led by Amin

The main theme of
the Report revolved around the 42" dia,,
352-km dedicated RLNG transmission
pipeline that the Company had started
working on in 2014.

The eight supply lines of different sizes will
cover 126 km distance in various localities
of the two provinces.

Pakistan — LNG Import doubled

natural gas (LNG) doubled in the first

10 months of 2016-17, increasing
the overall petroleum bill by 25 per
cent.The import of LNG may have eased the
gas shortage. But the rising arrivals of other
petroleum products and crude signal that
the import bill will balloon further in
coming months, reported Dawn recently.

T he import volume of liquefied

Pakistan signed a long-term agreement
with Qatar for LNG imports to address the
gas shortage and generate electricity. The
agreement was signed in February 2016

US LNG changing the international gas market

with the assurance from Qatar that it would
provide Pakistan with LNG worth $1 billion
annually. In the first 10 months of 2015-16,
LNG imports were worth $443 million. They
doubled to $965m in the same period of the
current fiscal year, which suggests the
annual import bill may touch $1bn. The
LNG import bill was $579m in 2015-16. It
was reported that the annual contract
quantity for 2016 was 2.25 metric tonnes
while the price of each cargo was 13.37pc of
Brent.

In view of a persistent electricity crisis and

upcoming elections, the government is
under pressure to increase power
generation and improve the distribution
network. The PML-N government promised
to eliminate load shedding with the help of
LNG-based power plants when it came to
power in 2013. The power crisis persists
despite the government’s efforts to close
the 6,000-megawatt generation gap by
doubling LNG imports.  ©

he global natural gas market is

T undergoing a major transformation

driven by new supplies coming from

the United States to meet growing demand

in developing economies and as industry

surpasses the power sector as the largest

source of gas demand growth, according to
the International Energy Agency.

This evolution of the role of natural gas in
the global energy mix has far-reaching
consequences on energy trade, air quality
and carbon emissions, as well as the
security of global energy supplies, the IEA
said in its new report, Gas 2017.

Global gas demand is expected to grow by

1.6% a year for the next five years, with
consumption reaching almost 4,000 billion
cubic meters (bcm) by 2022, up from 3,630
bcm in 2016, the report said. @



China will account for 40% of this growth.
Demand from the industrial sector will
become the main engine of gas
consumption growth, replacing power
generation, where gas is being squeezed by
growing renewables and competition from
coal, the agency said.

The United States - the world’s largest gas

consumer and producer — will account for
40% of the world’s extra gas production to
2022 thanks to the “remarkable growth” in
its domestic shale industry, according to the
IEA.

By 2022, US production will be 890 bcm, or
more than a fifth of global gas output.
Production from the Marcellus, one of the

world’s largest fields, will increase by 45%
between 2016 and 2022, even at current
low price levels, as producers increase
efficiency and produce more gas with fewer
rigs, the report said. @

Natural gas exports —Centerpiece of Trump’s energy plan

administration’s current policy focus,

“energy week,’is largely centered on
American energy exports, particularly
liquefied natural gas (LNG). After all, the U.S.
LNG story is one of the most significant
global energy developments of 2017.

I t is entirely fitting that the Trump

The United States now has one major
operational LNG export terminal, five
others under construction and four more
that are fully permitted.

According to a study released Tuesday by
the American Petroleum Institute, these

first six LNG export terminals will support
up to 170,000 (direct, indirect, induced)
jobs during construction, about 50,000 jobs
on a permanent basis, and up to $20 billion
per year (2015 USD) in “value-added”
economic activity over the next decade.
But, this is just for the first “wave” of
projects.

If the second, equal-sized wave (approx. 70
million tons per year of LNG capacity) of
projects/expansions comes to fruition —
the number of jobs and value-added
economic activity could literally double in
magnitude.

Low-priced U.S. natural gas, spurred by the
shale energy revolution, has led to massive
domestic fuel-switching and thus big
reductions in conventional air pollutants
and greenhouse gas emissions. As a result,
carbon dioxide emissions in the U.S. electric
power sector are at their lowest levels since
the early 1990s. Through LNG exports, these
benefits can accrue to other nations — such
as China, India and Korea — all of which
now rely heavily on coal for power and
industrial uses. ©
