Another major breakthrough was recently
achieved when New Karachi residents Dildar
and Yasir were arrested for gas theft related
offences.

As per Gas (Theft and Recovery) Act 2016,
each of the accused were served with a

sentence of 5 years rigorous imprisonment
and were fined Rs. 50,000 for committing this
major crime. It goes to the credit of
SS&CGTO’s Prosecution Wing, complainants
and witnesses of the Operations Wing as well
as the personnel from the Intelligence Wing
that pursued the case successfully with full
support from the SSGC Police.

The honourable High Court of Sindh had
passed directives to conclude the case within
three months. The case was argued by both

the sides before the Gas Utility Court, District
Central, Karachi.

mill involved in number of gas theft-related
violations.

On a tip off, a joint raid was carried out by
teams comprising of the representatives of
Intelligence, Operations and Technical Wings
of SSGC's Counter Gas Theft Operations
Department, Customer Relations

Department, DSM East and SSGC Police on
Ashraf Paper Mill in Korangi Industrial Area,
Karachi which was primarily involved in
direct use of gas.

The teams discovered that the owners of
Ashraf Paper Mill had taken a low pressure
connection usually intended for pakwan
houses when on ground there was no sign of
any such arrangement. According to SSGC’s
Customer Care and Billing (CC&B) Section,

while the customer's sanctioned load was
400 cft/hr, the physical load was over 5,000
cft/hr used to run a 500 KW gas generator,
boiler plant and other allied equipments.

SSGC is determined to carry on with such
operations in the future in order to control
the menace of gas theft, one of the primary
factors behind UFG. ©

ENERGY SNAPSHOT

Renewables will make up 50% of the world's energy by 2050

new analysis by Bloomberg New
Energy Finance says that 50% of the

world’s energy will come from solar
and wind by 2050.

In 2015, wind and solar made up only 7
percent of global electricity generation.
BNEF, then, is proposing that these energy
sources will grow by a full order of
magnitude over the next 30 years. This is
unprecedented for any other energy
technology.

Bloomberg bases the ambitious predictions
on two factors: one, that solar and wind
power will get dramatically cheaper over the
next few decades, and two, that cheap
battery storage will allow more wind and
solar plants to be built. According to the
BNEF analysis, building a new solar plant in
2050 will be approximately 71 % cheaper
than today, and the cost of a new wind farm
will be 58 % cheaper. Coupled with cheap
battery storage, this will make wind and solar
extremely attractive to utilities in the future.

It's worth mentioning at this point that wind
and solar are already  extremely
cost-effective. In many parts of the U.S,, it
costs less to build a new wind or solar plant
than to continue running a coal or natural
gas plant. The consequences of even cheaper
renewables will therefore be dire for fossil
fuels: coal is projected to decline to only 11 %
of global electricity generation, down from
38 % today. @

new study by the Environmental
A Defense Fund and a team of
university scientists estimates that

the U.S. oil and gas industry emits 13 million
metric tons of methane into the atmosphere
each year, losing $2 billion annually from
over 400 leak-prone drilling and processing
facilities. The losses, according to the study
recently published in the journal Science, are
60 percent more than those estimated by
EPA.

Methane, the main component of natural
gas, is a major greenhouse gas with more

Oil and gas facilities leak more methane than previously thought

than 80 times the climate warming power of
carbon dioxide measured over a 20-year time
span. According to EDF, the researchers
found that 2.3 % of the gas produced is
leaked into the air. That’s more than
estimates by EPA, which found a 1.4 % leak
rate.

The additional lost gas would be enough to
heat 10 million U.S. homes, according to EDF.
Steven Hamburg, EDF’s chief scientist who
has led its five-year methane leak
investigation, said it amounts to a “huge
problem, but also an enormous opportunity.”

In a press statement, he said that reducing
the industry’s methane leaks would be “the
fastest, most cost-effective way we have to
slow the rate of warming today.”

EDF noted that the International Energy
Agency estimates that worldwide the
industry could reduce its emissions by 75 %
and that two-thirds of the leaks could be
plugged “at zero net cost” ©

China becomes world's biggest LNG importer

hina has outpaced Japan to
become the world's largest
importer of LNG, a welcome sign for
the developers of liquefaction plants in the
Pacific Basin and beyond. Chinese buyers
purchased 34.9 million tons of imported gas

for the year through May, edging past the
34.5 million tons purchased by Japan.

For now, China gets just over half of its gas

import volume from LNG shipments, and its
demand for liquefied gas has been
accelerating rapidly. It imported about 38
mtpa in LNG last year, up from about 10 mtpa
in 2010. Half of that increase came in the last
two years alone, and China achieved
second-largest-importer status just last year.
A portion of the new volume is shipped from
recently-built liquefaction plants in the
United States. The U.S. supplied four percent

of China's LNG demand last year, making it
the nation's fifth-largest supplier. Despite
growing signs of a potential trade war with
the U.S., China has excluded LNG from a list of
proposed retaliatory tariffs that it seeks to
impose on American goods - a reflection of
the priority that Beijing places on
maintaining access to LNG. ©
